Safety and Behavior Guidelines

PS 3’ til 6 cultivates an atmosphere of non-violence in words and deeds. We encourage an attitude or respect for peers,
students, teachers and school community and ask that you, as parents, guardians and community members set an example of
these behaviors and give our staff your full cooperation.

Our primary aim is to build a fun and safe environment for everyone. Our staff cannot allow behavior and activities that are
unsafe or disruptive. Please encourage children to use friendly voices to other children and PAL staff members, and help us
enforce these basic guidelines:

* Ifachild is not registered in the after school on a weekly basis, or as an occasional user, s/he is not allowed in the after
school space - this a PAL insurance guideline.

* Al 2-5 graders must come down to the Cafeteria for attendance when classes end at 3:10pm. This is important as we
need to know who is in the program each day and keep track of every child’s whereabouts.

» Children are to remain in designated areas of the program only. If they need to leave the after school space for a few
minutes, e.g., to retrieve something from another room in the building, they are to notify a staff member, and take a
buddy with them. After school students are to have no contact with adults who are not a part of the after school
program. Under no circumstances should a child leave the building unescorted by an authorized adult.

* Hitting, pushing or physical rough housing is not allowed in the after school. If children find themselves in a situation of
conflict they must immediately notify a staff member to defuse the situation. They should not hit back or return verbal
responses. Parents will be contacted if these situations are recurrent, and appropriate action will be taken to address
aggressive behavior [this may include suspension from the program].

* Toys, games, cards, and dolls are not allowed in the after school. Other children want to share the items and conflicts
can arise if a toy is mishandled.

* Heelys shoes are not allowed in the after school.
